
WHAT IS AN IGNITION INTERLOCK SYSTEM? 

An ignition interlock system, referred to as a Breath Alcohol Ignition Interlock Device 
(BAIID), is a breath alcohol analyzer with internal memory that interconnects with the  
ignition and other control systems of a motor vehicle. The purpose of the BAIID is to 
measure the breath alcohol concentration (BAC) of an intended driver and to prevent the 
motor vehicle from being started if the BAC exceeds .025.
